I hope that this newsletter finds all members of our
Association well and fully recovered from the
Thanksgiving holiday.  It is hard to believe that this
year is quickly coming to an end.  Getting right to
business, I attended the November 13, 2007 meeting
of the Legislature’s Retirement and Independent
Entities Committee and three important draft pieces
of legislation were passed out of committee
unanimously. These bills will have a direct impact
upon members of our Association and the employee
of our respective Departments as well as our employing municipalities.

The first is entitled “Enhanced Public Safety Retirement Systems COLA Option”,
the second is entitled “Public Safety Retirement Death Benefit Modifications”.
Several member of the committee from both the House and the Senate indicated that
they wanted to be listed as co-sponsors of these two bills.  The third bill is entitled
“Restrictions On Additional Retirement Contributions After Retirement”.
Rather than try to recap the contents of each draft bill, they are attached to this
newsletter for review.  Please take the time to read all three bills and if you have any
input you want the Board to consider as we move closer to the 2008 legislative session
please get back to any member of the Board or our Executive Director with your
comments.
DPS Commissioner Duncan is making arrangements for a meeting between the
Governor, Sheriff Nelson of Cache County and myself to discuss issues important
to law enforcement that we want the Governor to be aware of.  A firm date has not
yet been set but I anticipate it to occur sometime within the first two weeks of
December.  If you have issue you want me to bring up with Governor Huntsman,
please get with me.  Feel free to e-mail me at  or telephone me at 801-336-3407.
If you are aware of proposed legislation from your local representatives that you
want the Association to consider supporting, please let us know now.  I have been
approached regarding a ban on the use of cellular telephone while operating a motor
vehicle unless the driver is using a “hands-free” headset.  I am sure others have had
similar questions or concerns brought to them.
Our mid-winter mini conference is scheduled for Wednesday December 5, 2007 at
the Larry H. Miller campus of Salt Lake Community College in Sandy.  I hope to
see most of you there as we have several interesting and timely topics on the agenda.
 Hopefully, we will have sometime to discuss legislative issues during the day.

I closing I need to reiterate that now is not the time to let up on our efforts in
communicating with our respective representatives in the legislature.  We must
continue to be vigilant and vocal as we move into the 2008 session in order to move
forward with issues that are important to the Association and the communities that
we serve.

FROM THE DIRECTOR

IN MY OPINION…

Maybe it’s my age. Maybe it’s my approaching senility. Maybe it’s just the
season. Whatever it may be, I grow weary of reading, hearing, and yes…sometimes
discussing the evils and dangers traditional holiday celebrations pose for all of
us. We seem to be inundated with claims that any reference to some form of deity is worse than terrorism threats,
drug usage, fallen arches, dandruff and other frightening maladies! In fact, any religious symbolism, vocabulary
or reference may signal the complete downfall of society.

Most recently was the debate focusing on whether 12 foot crosses memorializing fallen Utah Highway Patrol
troopers violate the U.S. Constitution. It seems odd to me that such an issue should go to a federal court for a
ruling. Fortunately, the judge in this matter ruled that such symbols do not necessarily endorse a religion. Hence,
they can remain. Well, that’s good; but doesn’t it seem strange that this matter would have to be decided by a
court? Any student of U.S. history knows the recognition of a Supreme Being was very much a part of the thinking
of the Founders of this nation.

During this holiday season, I am reminded of the Thanksgiving proclamation issued by George Washington
on October 3, 1789. As memory serves, George was around in the days of declared independence and the
establishment of this nation. In fact, he played a rather significant role. What did he have to say about the
Thanksgiving concept and this nation’s obligations? He wrote:

Whereas it is the duty of all nations to acknowledge the providence
Of Almighty God, obey His will, to be grateful for His benefits, and
Humbly to implore His protection and favor; and Whereas both
Houses of Congress (emphasis added)  have, by their joint committee, requested me to ‘recommend to the
people of the United States a day of PUBLIC THANKSGIVING and PRAYER, to be observed by
acknowledging with Grateful hearts the many and significant favors of Almighty God, especially by
affording them an opportunity peaceably to establish a form of government for their safety and happiness.’

He continued, in part…
Now therefore, I do recommend and assign Thursday, the Twenty-Sixth
Day of November next, to be devoted by the people of these United States
To the service of that great and glorious Being who is the…author of all
The good that was, that is, or that will be; that we may then unite in
Rendering unto Him our sincere and humble thanks for His kind care
And protection of the people of this country previous to their becoming
A nation…; for the great degree of tranquility, union, and plenty which we
Have…enjoyed…;
And, also, that we may then unite in most humbly offering our prayers and
Supplication to the great Lord and Ruler of Nations and beseech Him to
Pardon our national and other transgressions;….

Well, that is only part of the Proclamation, but I think you get the idea. You will note that President George
Washington did not say the government required anyone to acknowledge Deity. He did not say people had to
attend his church. In fact, he didn’t say  people had to attend any church. He did not say the government would
punish those who chose not to acknowledge some supreme being. But, he did not suggest that it should be unlawful
to mention any notion or form of religion in public places, including schools, parks, roadways, courthouse lawns,
etc.

Dr. Frank Budd

On October 13, 2007, Frank Budd and I attended the IACP Conference and were
specific in attending the SACOP (State Association of Chiefs of Police) meetings.
Regional meetings were held to discuss the importance of issues and topics
specifically related to our region which is the Mountain Pacific Region.

Issues of importance to our region included Methamphetamine and prescription
drug use.  Many of the jurisdictions in attendance were dealing with the same
problems that our departments face in our state and a roundtable of discussion
included the problems faced and what assistance the IACP could generate federally
to assist in drug interdiction.

Immigration was also a topic that most departments are concerned with
especially the Southwest states.  Some jurisdictions did not have problems
with local officers enforcing the immigration laws while others were
quite adamant that enforcement were left up to INS.  All jurisdictions
wanted more presence by immigration and assistance in handling the
growing immigration and illegal immigrant issues and indicated that
immigration problems are compounding manpower shortages.

Recruitment was also a topic of general concern.  Most departments
are facing manpower shortages and finding it difficult to recruit and
maintain manpower staffing levels.  Many departments are using
bonuses, recruiting stations, and educational and salary incentives to
entice more interest in the law enforcement field.  There seems to
be a strong push to incorporate educational incentives to promote
higher  degree professionalism within law enforcement.  There also

seems to be a higher than normal lateral transfer mentality
among officers and jurisdictions as well.

Our next meetings will be held in Alexandria Virginia
in March and Frank and I will be attending.  These meetings
are specifically designed to inform the states of national
law enforcement concerns and a day on the hill is set

up for all chiefs in SACOP to meet with their local
congressmen and discuss these issues.

Please let Frank or I know if you have issues that you
are concerned with, or would like specific information
on issues that are of importance to you.

Requirements for Eligibility:
1. Must have at least a 3.0 cumulative grade point average, and maintain a 3.0 grade point average throughout

the duration of the scholarship award.

2. Must attend an accredited college or university

3. Parent must qualify as a full time Utah police officer currently employed by an Association member police
department; or a retired police officer formerly employed by an Association member police department.

4. Must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours per semester (must be a full time student)

5. The applicant must submit a 250 word essay describing his/her goals, accomplishments, and explaining why
he/she is the best candidate to receive this scholarship

6. Applicant may major in any subject

7. Must submit a photograph

8. Winners may re-apply for the scholarship each year

9. First time applicants will be given first priority

Rules for the Awarding of a Scholarship
1. Winners will be awarded $500. per semester.

2. To receive the second payment, grades must be submitted to the Executive Director for verification of grade
point average.

3. High school transcripts will be accepted for the first semester applicant.

4. Winners may have their photo and essay published in the Utah Chiefs of Police Association Newsletter.

5. Any applicant denied a scholarship shall have the right to appeal to the Association Board by contacting the
Executive Director. The decision of the Board shall be final.

This scholarship opportunity is not a loan. It is intended to assist students further their education and prepare to
make a positive contribution to their communities and society in general. The Utah Chiefs of Police Association
believes in the youth of our state, and wishes to show its appreciation for hard work and effort.
